NON-DEGREE STUDENT APPLICATION PROCESS

Thank you for your interest in taking classes as a non-degree student at St. Mary’s College of
Maryland. Individuals who wish to take a limited number of credit classes but do not intend to
seek a degree from SMCM will apply for admission as a non-degree student. If you are in the
process of applying to SMCM as a degree-seeking student, you do not need to go through the
non-degree student application process, but only need to sign a separate Authorization to Release
Information from the Admissions office.

The following four steps must be completed to be considered for admission as a non-degree student at St.
Mary’s College of Maryland:

1. Completion of a Non-Degree Student Application accompanied by a $20 non-refundable
application fee. (Checks should be written to St. Mary’s College of Maryland.)

2. Documentation of education experience (see application form for details)

3. Placement into English 102 as a measure of a student’s ability to do college level work at St.
Mary’s College of Maryland. This can be completed in the following ways:

e Completion of the on-line English Placement Exam with a score that places the student
into English 102,

e Successful completion of a course from another college in Maryland that is equivalent to
English 101 or English 102,

e An Advanced Placement (AP) score of 4 or 5 on either the English Language Comp or
English Literature Comp test, or

e An SAT verbal score of 600 or better.

Students who do not place into English 102 will not be accepted for continuing education at
St. Mary’s College of Maryland (SMCM). They will be directed to the College of Southern
Maryland (CSM) where courses may be taken to prepare the student for English 102 and
St. Mary’s. The CSM course equivalent of English 102 is English 1020.

4. Completion of an in-person interview with a professional staff member in the Office of Academic
Services or the Registrar’s Office.
