First Responder Network
The First Responder Network, a component of the SARP Program, will serve as on-call advocates  to students who have experienced sexual violence (sexual assault, dating violence, stalking, and sexual harassment), and will be available 24 hours a day, 7 days a week during the school year.
First Responders will receive training in crisis intervention, victim advocacy techniques, campus response procedures, and they will familiarize themselves with campus and community referral resources. No prior experience or knowledge is necessary; the training will also serve as an educational tool regarding issues surrounding sexual violence and its effects.
All interested students must be willing to dedicate at least four 12- hours on-call/week, attend one meeting each month for updates and case debriefing, assist in campus-wide awareness events and educational outreach, and participate in on-going training.
