War and revolution have played a major role in shaping modern Europe.  In this course, we will
examine both primary and secondary sources to explore the ways in which war and revolution
influenced the development of Europe in the 19th and 20th centuries.

An student missing more than five class periods will fail the
course.  A reading is assigned for every class, and you must prepare it beforehand and
come to class with questions and observations.
