The French Revolution is one of the best-known events and turning points in history, an event
with enormous repercussions for both French and world history. This course will examine the
origins, process and impact of the French Revolution. It will begin with an analysis of France in
the eighteenth century in order to understand the historical processes leading to revolution, then
move to an investigation of the classic and more recent interpretations of the Revolution itself.
We will make use of avariety of textual, visual, and audio sources, many of which are available
on the CD-ROM that accompanies the text for the course, Liberty, Equality, Fraternity:
Exploring the French Revolution
