“Strolling with Haussmann:  A Second Look at Second Empire Paris”

This research revisits some of the most radical sites of Second Empire rebuilding to explore the ways in which Haussmann’s design, minimally altered at these sites since the turn of the century, has nonetheless continued to metamorphose under the weight of urban evolution.  Of particular interest are the ways in which the disenfranchised classes have reinserted themselves into the cityscape, despite Haussmannization’s attempts to render them invisible in the “new” capital.

Through the photographic documentation of selected sites as the basis for a semiotic reading of space, I study the contemporary visual presence of such unanticipated phenomena as graffiti, non-French commerce, and the migrating homeless population.  Ultimately I discuss how the use of these public spaces transforms the Prefect’s vision of the modern- into the post-modern Paris, where nineteenth-century efforts to visually craft an image of a unified and iconic “Frenchness” have become increasingly unattainable.
