The Martin E. Sullivan Museum Scholars Program recognizes the contributions of the late Martin E.
Sullivan. Dr. Sullivan was a nationally recognized museum professional whose career in museums
spanned East and West, art and history, old and new. Dr. Sullivan served as Executive Director of Historic
St. Mary’s City from 2000 until 2008 and, along with faculty in the College’s anthropology, art history, and
history departments, designed the College’s Museum Studies Program.

Sullivan Scholars receive a stipend of up to $4000 per year to work in a museum or related setting.
Museum Scholars may also use the funds for travel to conferences or other related projects. The funds
can be drawn throughout the academic year and/or during summer break. Students accepted as a
Sullivan Scholar are eligible for the stipend each year of participation in the Museum Studies program.

Eligibility:
Applicants must:
® be currently enrolled full-time students at St. Mary’s College who have completed their first year
by the time their scholarship year begins;
® be declared Museum Studies minors by the application deadline. If you are not currently a
declared minor, you can declare your intention through Portal;

e have completed or be enrolled in MUST 200 (Introduction to Museum Studies);

e have an overall GPA of 3.3 or higher.

Accepted applicants are expected to make progress toward completing the minor after their scholarship
period ends.

® justification for the funds requested beyond your salary (see Budget Form).
