St. Mary’s College of H%ryland
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FACTS IN BRIEF

St. Mary’s College of Maryland is a four-year, state-supported, liberal
arts college offering the Bachelor of Arts degree in 19 disciplines.

Bachelor of Arts Degrees are offered in Anthropology/Sociology, Art,
Biology, Chemistry, Dramatic Arts, Economics, Foreign Language, English,
History, Human Development, Independent Student-designed Major, Mathematics,
Music, Natural Science, Philosophy, Physics, Political Science, Psychology,
and Public Policy.

Total enrollment for the Fall, 1992, semester was 1510 students, with an
FTE of 1467. Eighty-four percent of the student body are full-time students;
seventy percent of the full-time students live on campus.

In 1992, 391 baccalaureate degrees were awarded as follows: Anthropology
/ Sociology - 29, Art - 15, Biology - 37, Chemistry - 5, Dramatic Arts - 6,
Economics - 75, History - 34, Human Development - 19, Independent Student
Designed Major - 2, Language and Literature - 48, Mathematics - 10, Music - 3,
Natural Science - 4, Philosophy - 8, Political Science - 38, Psychology - 51,
and Public Policy - 7.

During the fall of 1992, the College employed 78 regular full-time faculty
(non-"Visiting", Assistant through Full Professor), 15 full-time "Visiting"
faculty, 4 full-time non-visiting Instructors, and 51 part-time faculty.
Approximately 96% (75 out of 78) of all regular full-time faculty hold
doctoral or other terminal academic degrees. Since the 1982-83 academic year,
St. Mary’s College has had 12 Fulbright Scholars among the faculty.

St. Mary’s occupies a 275-acre campus on the St. Mary’s River. The
physical plant includes 31 buildings; ten and one-half of these are student
residences. The College’s facilities include a 135,179 volume library, a
multi-purpose fine arts center, a community center, an Olympic-qualifying
swimming pool, an outdoor track and tennis courts, two gymnasiums, a variety
of sailboats and other water craft, and a riverfront boathouse and dock.

St. Mary’s College is accredited by the Middle States Association of
Colleges and Schools.

For 1991-92, the College had a total revenue of $19.7 million. The State
of Maryland provides an annual appropriation of approximately $9.25 million.
A copy of an independent auditor’s report concerning the finances of the
College is available in the Office of the Comptroller.

The College reported College Endowment Funds of $1,810,062 for the fiscal
year ending in 1992.

ST. MARY’'S COLLEGE OF MARYLAND*

Gov. William Grason signs into law the "Act to Authorize the Drawing of a Lottery to Establish a Pemale Seminary ...
on the Site of the Ancient City of Saint Marys" (Legislative Session of 1839, Chapter 190).

The first students begin classes at the Seminary.

The first full academic year is conducted at the Seminary.

St. Mary’s Female Seminary issues its first "Certificate of Graduation" (diploma) to Miss Sallie Brome Morsell.
Fire quts the old Seminary building of 1844-45 (the first Calvert Hall).

St. Mary’s becomes the first junior college in Maryland upon recommendation of the Board of Trustees.

Edwin Tyler Burch becomes the first male to graduate from St. Mary's Pemale Seminary,

Katherine M. Bowdle, Dorothy Connor, Irna K. Munford, and Virginia Dare Sollers become the first qraduates of the
Junior College Division.

Charles Birch becomes the first male graduate of the Junior College.

Adele France is named the first president of St. Mary's Pemale Seminary - Junior College and the school is included
as a reqular item in the state budget for the first time.

St. Mary's becomes a four year Junior College (high school grades 11 and 12, college years 1 and 2).

Dr. Anna May Russell becomes the new president of St. Mary’s Female Seminary Junior College.

"Pesale® is dropped from the name of the institution.

St. Mary’s graduates its last high school class.

Gov. Tawes signs legislation changing the name of the institution to the present St. Mary's College of Maryland,
The first resident male students arrive on campus.

The State Board of Righer Education approves the elevation of St. Mary’s to senior college status, and the school
initiates a baccalaureate curriculua beginning in the 1967-68 academic year.

The last Junior College class graduates from St. Mary's.

Dr. J. Renwick Jackson appointed President.

St. Mary's College of Maryland awards its first baccalaureate degrees.
Dr. Richard D. Weigle appointed Interim President.

Dr. Edward 7. Lewis appointed President.
