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Facts in Brief

Mascot. Seahawk Colors: Royal Blue, Yellow Gold, and White

St. Mary's College of Maryland (SMCM) is a four-year, state-supported, liberal
arts college which offers the bachelor of arts degree in 22 majors: Anthropology /
Sociology; Art and Art History; Biochemistry; Biology; Chemistry; Computer Science;
Economics; English; History; Human Studies; International Languages and Cultures;
Mathematics; Music; Natural Science; Philosophy; Physics; Political Science;
Psychology; Public Policy Studies; Religious Studies; Student-designed Major; and
Theater, Film, and Media Studies. In addition, programs of cross-disciplinary studies are
offered in five areas: African and African Diaspora Studies; East Asian Studies;
Environmental Studies; the Neurosciences; and Women, Gender, and Sexuality Studies.

Total enroliment for Fall 2005 was 1964 (including 25 SMCM students studying

abroad or on another U.S. campus), with an FTE of 2039. Ninety-four percent of the
students attend full-time, and 85% of these full-time students live on campus.

In 2005, 465 students were awarded a baccalaureate degree with 87 of these
students having multiple majors. Psychology (78 grads), Economics (67 grads), Political
Science (58 grads), English (57 grads), and Biology (55 grads) had the largest number
of graduates.

During the fall of 2005, the College employed 114 regular full-time faculty (non-
“Visiting,” Assistant through Full Professor), 11 full-time "Visiting” faculty, 1 full-time non-
visiting Instructor, and 81 part-time faculty. Ninety-nine percent (113 of 114) of the
regular full-time faculty hold doctoral or other terminal academic degrees. Since 1982,
St. Mary's College has had 18 Fulbright Scholars on its faculty. )

St. Mary’s occupies 47 buildings on a 319-acre campus on the St. Mary's River.
The College’s facilities include a multi-purpose fine arts center, a student center, a
community center, campus residences, an auditorium, two swimming pools, an outdoor
track, six tennis courts, two gymnasiums, a variety of sailboats and other water craft, and
a riverfront boathouse and dock.

St. Mary’'s College is accredited by the Middle States Commission on Higher
Education. The Carnegie Foundation Classification Code for the College is
“Baccalaureate College—Arts & Sciences.” St. Mary's College of Maryland was
awarded a Phi Beta Kappa chapter in the fall of 1997.

For the fiscal year ending in 2005, the College had total operating revenues of
$55.8 million (total operating revenues of $31.8 million + non-operating revenues of -
$16.5 million + capital state appropriation of $7.5 million). A copy of the independent
auditor’s report concerning the finances of the College is available in the business office.

For the fiscal year ending in 2005, the total market value of endowment assets
was $26,377,114.

BASKETBALL: The men's basketball team won the inaugural Capital Athletic Conference (CAC) in 1991. The women's basketball team won both
the 1997~98 and 1998-99 CAC championships and received a bid to the NCAA Division Il Toumnament during both seasons.

FIELD HOCKEY: 2004 first-ever winning season in program history and first-ever ten-win season. In 2005, the team posted a program-best 12-5
overall record.

LACROSSE: SMCM has had nationally ranked teams in NCAA Division Iil Men's Lacrosse: 1979 (rank = 12), 1980 (rank = 8), 1995 (rank = 14),
1996 {rank=19), 1998 (rank = 19), 2001 (rank=19), and 2006 {rank=13). St. Mary's won the Tri-Stale Conference lile in lacrosse both in 1978 and
1979 and won the Capital Athletic Conference in 1992, 1993, and 1994. The SMCM women's lacrosse team won the CAC championship in 1998,
1999, and 2002 and advanced to the NCAA Division Ill Tournament in 1998, 1999, 2001, 2002, and 2003. During the 1999 season, the women's
Jacrosse team achieved a national ranking of #5 and finished the season nationally ranked #6. In both 2002 and 2003, the women's lacrosse team
was ranked 4th nationally.

SAILING: The SMCM varsity sailing team finished at the Intercollegiate Sailing Association {ICSA) North American Dinghy Championships (Coed)
as foliows: 11th (1991), 3rd (1992), Tth (1993), 4th (1994), 5th (1997), 2nd (1999), 1st (2000), 9th (2001), 1st (2002), and 3rd (2003). St Mary's also
finished as follows in the ICSA North American Women's Championships: 8th (1890), 3rd (1991), 3rd (1992), 2nd (1994), 1st (1995), 4th (1997), 4th
(1998), 12th (1999), 6th (2000), 3rd (2001), 3rd (2002), and 2nd (2003). Notable finishes achieved in the North American Team Racing
Championships were 5th (1992), 5th (1993), 3rd (1994), 4th (1996}, 3rd (1997), 3rd (1998), 1st (1999), 1st (2000), and 2nd (2003). Addilicnal notable
finishes achieved were 1st (1993) in the ICSA North American Sloop Championship; 9th (2002) in the Men's ICSA North American Singlehanded
Championship; and 1st (1994), 1st (1996), 1st (1897), 2nd & 3rd (2000), 2nd & 9ih (2001), and 8th (2002} in the Women's ICSA North American
Singlehanded Championship. In 2000, St. Mary's won the ICSA's Leonard M. Fowle Trophy (based on the best overall performance which includes
the six Narth American championships). Sailing World ranked St Mary's #1 in the 2001 fall season women's sailing and #1 in the 1998 fall

season and the 2000 spring season coed sailing.

SOCCER: The women's soccer team was ranked 5th in the South Atlantic Region at the end of 1990-91 and 6th at the beginning of the 1991-92
season. The men’s team was ranked 7th (1999), 8th (2001), and 4th (2003} in the South Region. The men won a team record 15 contests in 2002
when they finished 15-5 overall. They also achieved their first-ever national ranking in 2004 when they were 24th,

SWIMMING: The women's swimming team was Chesapeake Collegiate Alhletic Conference Champions in 1990, and an Academic All-America
Team in 1998, 1939, and 2000. The men's swimming team was an Academic All-America Team in 1999, 2000, 2002, 2003, 2004, and 2005; the
women's swimming team has been named an Academic All-America Team for the past eight seasons.

VOLLEYBALL: The women's valleyball team was an Academic All-America Team in 1994, 1995, 1996, 1998, and 1999.
